Pass-Thru Insect Screen

1. Attach Insect Screen Astragal

» Remove Passive Sash Meeting Stile Cover. Gently pry
cover away from sash.

* Retract Adjustable Plug in Insect Screen Astragal.

* Line up Insect Screen Astragal with bottom edge of
Meeting Stile Cover. Snap Astragal over cover and
slide up or down to align if necessary. Reinstall
Meeting Stile Cover and screws.

* Slide passive sash closed. Check fit of Adjustable
Plug by pushing it up into the head jamb.
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2. Install Insect Screen

* Place top of Insect Screen into insect screen channel
on frame. Pull bottom of /nsect Screen in and over
lower insect screen channel and set /nsect Screen in
lower channel.

3. Attach Screen Panel Interlock
« Slide /Insect Screen open approximately 3".

* Move Passive and Active Sash to the right as viewed
from interior.

* Snap Insect Screen Panel Interlock to the right hand
side of /nsect Screen as viewed from exterior. /nsect
Screen Panel should now slide freely and create a seal
at the meeting stile when fully closed.

NOTICE

The passive sash can still be opened with the
pass-through insect screen in place however,
the adjustable plug must be retracted.
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
